PANEL 7


	The refrigerator door opens and EINSTEIN walks out with his hand pointed upward, like Ash when he built his hand in “Army of Darkness.”

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PANEL 1


	EINSTEIN, CURIE, GW CARVER, DA VINCI, and TESLA pose for the camera. Carl Sagan's GHOST is nowhere to be seen.

PANEL 3


	EINSTEIN looks confused.





EINSTEIN:


Why did you pick us instead of, you know, HEROES?





PANEL 4


	The SCIENTIST shakes his head.





SCIENTIST: 


You guys are heroes. The heroes of rationality and free thought in a superstitious and cowardly world.





PANEL 5


	Marie CURIE points at her mask.





CURIE:


What's the deal with the mask?





PANEL 6





SCIENTIST:


While in the Clone-O-Mat your face fell like a souffle. We gave you the modern equivalent of a paper bag over your head.





PANEL 7


	CURIE flips off the SCIENTIST.





CURIE:


Prick.
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PANEL 1


	The SCIENTIST sticks his tongue out at CURIE.


SCIENTIST:


Don't be bitchy. We also gave you a hard-lite holograph generator. Try it out.





PANEL 2


	The Statue of Liberty.





SCIENTIST (V/O):


The Statue of Liberty.





PANEL 3


	A Pope very similar but not infringingly so to Battle Pope.





SCIENTIST (V/O):


The Pope





PANEL 4


	The Olympic Torch carrier seen in Chapter 1.





SCIENTIST (V/O):


An Olympic Torch carrier. We have presets on that thing for every eventuality.





PANEL 5


	DA VINCI points off panel with his thumb.





DA VINCI:


So one of history's greatest scientists is a yellow monkey?





PANEL 6


	The SCIENTIST shrugs.





SCIENTIST:


He was another accident. We put Nichola Tesla's brain in the Clone-O-Mat but then something went wrong.





PANEL 7


	A terrified yellow monkey is chained into a dentist's chair. The SCIENTIST (though his head is cut off by the top of the panel) points a chainsaw at the monkey's head. Next to the monkey there's a little end-table with a brain on it.





SCIENTIST (V/O):


We didn't want him to die, and we had an extra Electro-Monkey laying around, so we improvised.





PANEL 8


	The SCIENTIST licks his lips. TESLA flips him off.





SCIENTIST:


Man that was some good monkey brains.





PANEL 9


	A big red alarm goes off.





ALARM:


Woo! Woo! Woo!
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PANEL 1


	The SCIENTIST walks up to a computer console. The console has a little red light glowing. The LOBBYIST walks up behind him.





SCIENTIST:


An alarm is going off at the Natural History Museum is Costa Mesa California! This could be it!


LOBBYIST:


But that's four thousand miles away!





PANEL 2


	A tight closeup on Leonardo DAVINCI.





DAVINCI:


You leave that to me.





PANEL 3


	A vague, triangular shape forms behind a mountain range.





PANEL 4


	The shape coalesces. It's that crazy air-screw helicopter thing from Leonardo Da Vinci's notebooks.





PANEL 5


	It approaches the camera.





PANEL 6


	EINSTEIN and DA VINCI push the crank things that turn the air-screw.





EINSTEIN:�How do we land this thing?


DAVINCI:


Land this thing? I never thought ahead that far.
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PANEL 1


	EINSTEIN pushes the crank thing.





EINSTEIN:


Alright. Everybody duck and roll, on my mark. I'll keep this heap in the air as long as I can.





PANEL 2


	The air-screw hangs in the air.





PANEL 3


	Three air-screws float in the air. Marie CURIE and Leonardo DA VINCI roll out of the first one. GW CARVER rolls out of the next one. TESLA leaps out of the last one.





EINSTEIN (inside first Air-Screw):


Go! Go! Go! Go!





PANEL 4


	The air-screw topples sideways and falls closer to the ground.





PANEL 5


	It falls further down.





PANEL 6


	It crashes hard into the ground.
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PANEL 1


	CURIE, DA VINCI, GW CARVER and TESLA stand in front of the heaping wreck.





DA VINCI:


Nobody could survive that!


CURIE:


I'm sure Al found a way.





PANEL 2


	A hand stirs inside the wreckage.





PANEL 3


	EINSTEIN claws his way out of the wreckage.





EINSTEIN:


Maybe nobody from the RENAISSANCE, Leo. I'M made of sterner stuff.





PANEL 4


	EINSTEIN faces DA VINCI.





EINSTEIN:�You really should redesign that thing with modern technology in mind.


DA VINCI:


I— yes sir.


EINSTEIN:


Very well. Let's explore this museum.





PANEL 5


	The HOS walk into a dark atrium. TESLA walks down a hallway.





EINSTEIN:


Tesla, you turn on the lights in this joint. Marie, chart a path through the museum that hits the most locations in the least time. GW, cook up some PB&J's. 
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PANEL 1


	EINSTEIN punches his hand. Carl Sagan's GHOST sneaks up behind him in a Lon Chaney pose.





EINSTEIN:


There's a lot to do, people. Let's get cracking.





PANEL 2


	CURIE, DA VINCI and GW CARVER are shocked.





PANEL 3


	EINSTEIN furrows his brows.





PANEL 4


	Carl Sagan's GHOST steps in front of EINSTEIN, still in that Lon Chaney pose.





GHOST:


Boo!





PANEL 5


	EINSTEIN holds his forehead.





EINSTEIN:


That's it!? A ghost?





PANEL 6


	The Heroes of Science stand in a circle around Carl Sagan's GHOST. First Leonardo DA VINCI, then Marie CURIE, GW CARVER, and EINSTEIN.





GHOST:


Wait a second, Leonardo Da Vinci, Marie Curie, George Washington Carver, Albert Einstein. You guys are my heroes! But, why aren't you all dead...


EINSTEIN:


It's a long story. And who are you?


GHOST:


Carl Sagan—
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PANEL 1


	The atrium lights up. EINSTEIN turns away from the GHOST and looks down the hallway.





EINSTEIN:


Good job, Tesla!


GHOST:


Nichola Tesla too?





PANEL 2


	The same as the previous panel, but almost entirely dark. The lights went back out. Carl Sagan's GHOST half evaporates.





EINSTEIN:


You stupid monkey!





PANEL 3


	TESLA comes flying down the hallway.





PANEL 4


	TESLA slides closer.





PANEL 5


	TESLA skids to a stop.





PANEL 6


	HITLER bursts through the wall.  The HOS are taken aback.





EINSTEIN:


Crap.
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PANEL 1


	EINSTEIN fires a big pistol at HITLER. EINSTEIN'S chest holster is opened up.





PANEL 2


	HITLER fires a rocket at EINSTEIN. The explosion blows EINSTEIN off to the side.





PANEL 3�	GW CARVER pops up in front of HITLER. 


PANEL 4


	GW CARVER raises a jar of peanut butter up above his head.





GW CARVER:


Choosey motherfuckers choose DEATH!





PANEL 5


	GW CARVER smashes the peanut butter into HITLER'S face.





PANEL 6


	HITLER tries to claw the peanut butter out of his eyes.
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PANEL 1


	DA VINCI pulls a chain out of his beard.





PANEL 2


	DA VINCI stretches the chain out.





PANEL 3


	DA VINCI swings it in a circle above his head.





PANEL 4


	A closeup on HITLER'S ear.





PANEL 5


	EINSTEIN is crumpled on the ground at the foot of a Woolly Mammoth display.





PANEL 6


	DA VINCI swings the chain at HITLER, but HITLER catches it.





PANEL 7


	HITLER grins.





PAGE 11





PANEL 1


	Two mammoth tusks burst through HITLER'S chest.





PANEL 2


	HITLER collapses on the ground in a pool of blood.





PANEL 3


	EINSTEIN puts his hand on TESLA'S shoulder.





EINSTEIN:�Can you get the lights again, Tesla?





PANEL 4


	TESLA walks up a hallway.





PANEL 5


	The lights come back on. Carl Sagan's GHOST half-appears again.





PANEL 6


	The GHOST looks backward.





GHOST:


Whoa, how'd you guys jump around like that?
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PANEL 1


	EINSTEIN stands on the left, Carl Sagan's GHOST in the middle and GW CARVER to the right. GW CARVER has his hand raised.





EINSTEIN:


How curious. Why would a ghost stop existing when the power in the building went out?


GHOST:


Wait, so I blinked out of—


GW CARVER:


Hey, Al, can I do the big parlor scene unveil? I've got this one.





PANEL 2


	EINSTEIN nods, GW CARVER steps in front of him.





EINSTEIN:


Sure thing.


GW CARVER:


A ghost wouldn't be tied to a building's power supply, would it?





PANEL 3


	GW CARVER has his arms behind his back. The GHOST taps on his shoulder.





GW CARVER:


So obviously...


GHOST:�I can't be a ghost. That's a load off my chest!





PANEL 4


	One end of the panel looks down the hallway Tesla disappeared down. GW CARVER and the GHOST stand to the other side.





GW CARVER:


You can't be a ghost. Occam's Razor. QED. Why would a ghost haunt a museum anyway?


GHOST:


I was always a materialist. Waking up as a ghost really bothered me for a variety of reasons.


TESLA:


Tesla! TESLA!
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PANEL 1


	EINSTEIN walks up to TESLA.





EINSTEIN:


What's that boy?


TESLA: 


Tesla!


EINSTEIN:


There was a big computer system hooked up to a battery backup but Hitler smashed it so you hooked it up to the main power-line?





PANEL 2


	The HOS walk into a server room. One computer has a huge dent and a meteor sticking out of it.





DA VINCI:


Clearly this meteor damaged the computer system so that you forgot you were a biographical hologram or whatever.





PANEL 3


	The GHOST looks at a box that says “Sanrio Soft-Lite Holograph System.”





GHOST


So I lived on as a confused ghost. It all makes so much sense now!





PANEL 4


	EINSTEIN talks with Carl Sagan's GHOST. DA VINCI leans in from outside the panel.





GHOST


Wait a second, you guys died hundreds of years before any kind of REAL technology. How do you even know about computers?


EINSTEIN:


When we were resurrected the scientists used anthrophasic nanites to write data onto our brain cells.


DA VINCI:


This also taught me how to speak English!





PANEL 5


	A closeup on Carl Sagan's GHOST.





GHOST:


Ah, those crazy nanites. They do everything.
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PANEL 1


	EINSTEIN walks up behind Carl Sagan's GHOST.





EINSTEIN:


That fair bit of exposition behind us, you're a simulation of a great scientist. Would you like to join our epic war against HITLER and his HISTORY'S GREATEST MONSTERS?





PANEL 2


	The HOS cheer and pose for the camera. You can see out the door at the back of the panel back into the atrium where Hitler's corpse lays, Mammoth tusks still sticking out through his Chest.





GHOST:


With an offer like that, how can I refuse! 


CURIE:


With our newest member, Carl Sagan's Ghost, can anyone stand against the HEROES OF SCIENCE!?
