	A closeup on Jupiter. The discrete layers of color are visible. There's a little gray splotch on the Great Red Spot.





EINSTEIN (V/O):


In Clown City. The largest open sore in the entire solar system.





PANEL 2


	The perspective pulls in on the gray splotch. It's a domed city very reminiscent of Cloud City.





EINSTEIN (V/O):


A quarantine zone protecting the good, honest citizens of Sol from the vile filth and degradation thrust upon us by clowns, mimes, and kabuki actors.





PANEL 3


	A group of clowns protest. One holds up a sign that says “Clown Rights or Clown Wrongs? Honk honk!” and a mime holds up a blank sign.





EINSTEIN (V/O):


It began in 2329. The Supreme Court of Earth ruled that clowns weren't a protected class 





PANEL 4


	A parody of two popular anti-war images. The Tiananmen Square image of the tank running over the student, and execution.jpg. Only the victims are replaced with clowns.





EINSTEIN (V/O):


The clowns rebelled. Three-hundred and seven clowns were killed and seventy-four PEOPLE were killed in riots in France. In Japan most clowns were hung from their balloon animals until dead.





PANEL 5


	Clown City in outer space.





EINSTEIN (V/O):


The Earth government ended the unrest by constructing Clown City, a safe haven away from all the bigotry and hatred. 





PANEL 6


	Clown City tumbles toward the Great Red Spot.





EINSTEIN (V/O):


Secretly they planned to do the right thing, they parked it in orbit around Jupiter, then tried to crash it into the fiery maelstrom known as the Big Red Spot.





PANEL 7


	The underside of Clown City. Engines fire up.


EINSTEIN (V/O):


But the clowns EVOLVED. They sabotaged this plan and soon Clown City became Earth's first “official” Jovian colony.





PANEL 8


	A look down one of Clown City's many streets. There's a clown in a top hat working as a carnival barker in front of the “Long Pig Steak House.” Behind that there's a movie theater called the “Make Rude Comments at the Movie Plex.” And finally there's a clown in a pimp suit, smoking a big cigar.

	The outside of a bar. EINSTEIN stands outside with a clown nose on.





EINSTEIN (V/O):

PANEL 2


	Zoom in on the previous panel. EINSTEIN walks up to the door.





EINSTEIN (V/O):


They only allow clowns here. I had to go incognito. 





PANEL 3


	Zoom in even more. Einstein's gone now, inside the bar.





EINSTEIN (V/O):


I couldn't risk any of the other heroes of science.





PANEL 4


	The inside of the bar. Einstein walks in from the left. There's a bar in the top of the panel. Three clowns play cards at a round table in the bottom right.





EINSTEIN:


Boy howdy. Being a clown sure is tough. Anybody got the whereabouts of John Wayne GACY, so I can uh, join his gang?


CLOWN PLAYING CARDS:


Nice red nose, grandpa. What? Are you here for the burgeoning sex tourism industry?





PANEL 5


	A closeup on EINSTEIN'S face. He's pissed.





PANEL 6


	EINSTEIN'S hand bursts through the CLOWN PLAYING CARDS' torso, Judge Dredd style.





PANEL 7


	EINSTEIN pulls the spine out of the CLOWN PLAYING CARDS' gaping torso hole. 





PANEL 8


	EINSTEIN chokes the CLOWN PLAYING CARDS with his own spine.





EINSTEIN:


Let me rephrase that. Will anyone tell me where John Wayne GACY is, or do I have to brutally murder every last one of you?

PANEL 1


	EINSTEIN walks the streets. He's covered head-to-toe in blood.





EINSTEIN (V/O):

PANEL 2


	The front door of a circus.





EINSTEIN (V/O):


Bazucco's Circus. I should have known.





PANEL 3


	EINSTEIN walks into the tent. A group of clowns are watching two clowns spar. There's also a fat clown in the back boxing a heavy-bag and another clown throwing knives at a target.





EINSTEIN:


I'm here to see the big man.





PANEL 4


	The CLOWN WITH THROWING KNIVES holds a knife blade between thumb and fore-finger and points the handle toward the perspective.





CLOWN WITH THROWING KNIVES:


You've just made the biggest mistake of your life, Bozo.





PANEL 5


	The CLOWN WITH THROWING KNIVES throws uh, a knife, as EINSTEIN.
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PANEL 1


	EINSTEIN catches the knife by the blade. 





EINSTEIN:


A throwing knife? You've got to be kidding.





PANEL 2


	EINSTEIN whips the knife away. 





PANEL 3


	The knife goes through four clowns in an upward arc. The first clown drops a baseball bat.





PANEL 4


	The knife sticks into the tent right next to the clowns head.





PANEL 5


	A closeup on EINSTEIN. He's gone all Brock Sampson. 





EINSTEIN:


I'm only gonna say this once you floppy shoe wearing BITCH! Bring me to the boss-man.





PANEL 6


	The CLOWN WITH THROWING KNIVES reaches back, out of the panel.





PANEL 7


	The CLOWN WITH THROWING KNIVES pulls out a chainsaw and pulls the rip-cord. 





SFX:


RRRRRRRRRRRRRRRRR!





PANEL 8


	The CLOWN WITH THROWING KNIVES throws the chainsaw overhand.
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PANEL 1


	A closeup on EINSTEIN'S eyes looking down.





PANEL 2


	EINSTEIN'S hand extends downward.





PANEL 3


	EINSTEIN wields a baseball bat in a left-handed stance.





PANEL 4


	EINSTEIN swings the baseball bat and connects with the flying chainsaw.





PANEL 5


	The chainsaw flies through the air.





PANEL 6


	The chainsaw gets larger and rotates around a bit.





PANEL 7


	The chainsaw plunges into the chest of the CLOWN WITH THROWING KNIVES.
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PANEL 1


	John Wayne GACY stands in silhouette.





GACY:


He was my best enforcer.





PANEL 2


	EINSTEIN pulls the chainsaw out of the CLOWN WITH THROWING KNIVES' chest and raises his broken baseball bat over his head.





EINSTEIN:


John Wayne GACY? It's time to hang up your grease paint and go to sleep.





PANEL 3


	EINSTEIN swings the chainsaw at GACY, but GACY blocks it with two sais.





PANEL 4


	EINSTEIN swings the chainsaw at GACY again. This time GACY jumps backward to escape the whirling death.





GACY:


Aha. Finally a worthy opponent. 





PANEL 5


	GACY runs.





PANEL 6


	GACY jumps into the air...





PANEL 7


	GACY drop-kicks EINSTEIN in the chest.
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PANEL 1


	EINSTEIN clutches his chest.





PANEL 2


	GACY sprays EINSTEIN with a seltzer bottle.





GACY:


Ah, hows-about some soda water in your wounds?





PANEL 3


	EINSTEIN'S hand comes through the water.





PANEL 4


	EINSTEIN snatches the bottle away from GACY.





PANEL 5


	EINSTEIN mashes GACY in the face with the bottle, shattering it.





PANEL 6


	And EINSTEIN goes in for a combo, mashing the broken glass into GACY'S face.





PANEL 7


	GACY pulls out a pistol and puts it to EINSTEIN'S head.





GACY:


Ah, kitty got some claws huh? Well I got some Fancy Feast!
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PANEL 1


	BLAM, in block-letters.





PANEL 2


	GACY stands over EINSTEIN'S body, collapsed on the floor.





GACY:

PANEL 3


	EINSTEIN'S eyes open.





PANEL 4


	A closeup on EINSTEIN'S mouth. It's open and the bullet is between his front teeth.





PANEL 5


	EINSTEIN sits up and spits. The bullet explodes through the back of GACY'S head with appropriate blood-spray.





PANEL 6


	EINSTEIN cracks his knuckles.





EINSTEIN:


Ah, another job well done.





PANEL 7


	A hand stabs a kitchen knife into EINSTEIN'S back.
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PANEL 1


	GACY stands back up, bleeding from the gaping hole in his face. EINSTEIN is nonplussed.





EINSTEIN (V/O):�He's GOOD. I can't keep this up.





PANEL 2


	EINSTEIN dives toward a clown car.





EINSTEIN (V/O):


Time for Plan B.





PANEL 3


	EINSTEIN rips the door off the clown car.





PANEL 4


	EINSTEIN smashes the door into GACY'S face.





EINSTEIN (V/O):


Need to buy some time.


SFX:


BATANG!





PANEL 5


	EINSTEIN climbs into the clown car and sticks his hands under the steering column. 





PANEL 6


	EINSTEIN'S hand picks up a brick.





PANEL 7


	The clown car's headlights flash.
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PANEL 1


	GACY gets run over by the clown car.





PANEL 2


	EINSTEIN runs away.





EINSTEIN (V/O):


Come on, old man. He won't be down for long.





PANEL 3


	EINSTEIN'S a little further away.





PANEL 4


	EINSTEIN holds up a little ticket and points it at a CLOWN VALET.





EINSTEIN:


I'm here to pick up my ship.





PANEL 5


	The CLOWN VALET is annoyed.





CLOWN VALET:


Do you understand what the word “quarantine” means?





PANEL 6


	EINSTEIN is angry.





EINSTEIN:


If you don't give me my keys and my space ship right now I'll mash you through the wall out into the Great Red Spot.





PANEL 7


	The CLOWN VALET is still annoyed.





CLOWN VALET:


Do you understand what the word “quarantine” means?





PANEL 8


	EINSTEIN grabs the CLOWN VALET'S head.





EINSTEIN:


Just remember that you MADE me do this.
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PANEL 1


	EINSTEIN'S hand mashes the CLOWN VALET'S face into a wall.





PANEL 2


	EINSTEIN'S hand pulls the CLOWN VALET'S head back. His eyes are bruised and a tooth falls out.





PANEL 3


	EINSTEIN'S hand mashes the CLOWN VALET'S face into a wall.

	EINSTEIN boards his space ship.





PANEL 2


	The ship bursts through the wall of clown city.





PANEL 3


	EINSTEIN'S ship points toward one of Clown City's thrusters.





EINSTEIN (V/O)
